By submitting this form, you are ‘expressing an interest’ in making a formal application to the fund at a later date.  You will still be required to submit a detailed application form by the application deadline if you wish your project to be considered for funding.
The Expression Of Interest, or EOI, part of our process allows Scottish FA Club Services staff to collate initial information on projects and then contact lead applicants to discuss the content of the EOI form itself.  This takes place in advance of a full application submission, allowing for any missing details or amendments to be considered as part of it.  This is a critical step in ensuring applications include all key information and avoid, as far as is possible, anything which could lead to an application being rejected at the point of initial assessment.
The information provided in the EOI form will also assist with the completion of a full application.  The option to ‘copy and paste’ from the sections that appear in both forms, together with the inclusion of any amendments agreed during the subsequent discussions with Scottish FA staff following EOI submission, will make the formal application process easier and quicker. 
Applicants completing an EOI form followed by an application form may feel they are being asked for the  same information twice. There are, however, clubs who will make a formal application with no EOI submitted beforehand.  Unfortunately, we have no control over this, therefore the repetition across the two forms is essential so that we capture the level of information required to enable a thorough assessment.  It should also be noted that those submitting an EOI form in advance of their application will benefit from the follow-up discussions with Scottish FA staff, ensuring that their subsequent application is best positioned to be a successful one.
